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1. The Vision  
 
Love Bristol Festival was an initiative of the Bristol Church community to recruit up to 1000 
people from the Bristol region and give 20,000 hours of community action on the streets of 
South Bristol, as an expression of love and care for the communities. 
 
Parts of South Bristol have some of the highest indices of multiple deprivation in the country 
and yet Bristol as a whole is a prosperous city. It can be seen as a divided city in terms of 
access, facilities and economic activity. 
 
The festival had a number of aims:- 
a. To act as a catalyst for the social  transformation of South Bristol by raising expectation and 
encouragement through partnership working. 
 
b. To inspire young adults from across the City region to work with more needy communities 
and to build longer term relationships. 
 
c. To give the communities of South Bristol a fantastic free-to-enter family festival. 
 
d. To  create new and strengthen existing projects/initiatives for the longer term regeneration of 
the communities. 
 
e. To encourage more unity across the Communities by locating the festival and project 
coordination on Hengrove Park which sits centrally around the needy areas. 
 
2. What happened?  
 
2.1 Community projects 
Over 100 projects proposed by the local community were completed by more than 750 
enthusiastic volunteers. These included murals, decorating schools, church halls, community 
buildings, garden clear ups, litter picking, 
music workshops, sports coaching, extreme sports 
competitions, graffiti removal, holiday clubs and 
community fun days. There was a wide variety of groups 
that proposed projects ranging from community groups to 
churches, Bristol City councillors, housing department, 
youth services, local schools, residents associations, 
agencies and enthusiastic individuals. 
Ten murals were completed as part of the projects, one of 
which was 70 metres long and designed by Nick Park of 
Ardman Animations. Over 40 people worked on completing this mural and it has made a 
stunning impact on the previously drab and uninviting playground area of Connaught Rd 
Primary School.

2.2 The Delegate Programme 
Each day the delegates enjoyed a great programme of 
seminars, worship, bible teaching and prayer. One of 
the seminar streams looked particularly at the 
challenges of working and living in urban areas. On the 
Wed and Thurs evening there were two celebrations 
including guest worship leaders and speakers. 
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2.3 The Festival Site  
 
Summary of activity on Hengrove Park 
Around 10,000 people visited the festival site over the course of the five day event, about 
6,000 people attended the Sunday festival day. 
 
The festival presented us with many challenges, not least that there have been very few events 
of this scale in South Bristol and local authorities were understandably nervous due to the 
volatile nature of the atmosphere in and around Hengrove Park. As the time drew near for the 
festival to take place many difficulties arose and were overcome through the power of prayer 
and sheer determination! A large group of dedicated volunteers emerged to take on the 
running of the festival with all its many different aspects. 
Each of the areas discussed below had team leaders and team members who gave up a huge 
amount of time and energy to make the festival happen often sacrificing sleep and tea breaks 
in order to make the festival the best it could be. We are grateful to all these amazing people, 
and to God without whom it would not have been possible. 
 
2.4 Extreme zone - on the Skate Park adjacent to the play area. 
 
The Extreme zone was located on the existing skate and BMX 
Park. 
Activities kicked off Thursday and ran through to Sunday, 
1000's of people came along the afternoons included demos 
and chats from Pro Skaters. Very accessible, loads of 
interaction, the Bristol City Council wants a repeat next year. 
 
2.5 The Sport Zone 
Matt Smith who headed up the sports zone wrote: 
 
The sport zone at Love Bristol festival ran from the Thursday to Sunday. Most of the time we 
were on the festival site, interacting with people of all ages mostly children and teenagers. We 
were also able to use the youth bus to take the sport zone on 
the road. We went out and about, publicising the festival site 
and hanging out with young people across South Bristol. 
Over the 4 days around 350 south Bristol young people 
registered with the sport zone taking part in our programme 
of coaching, matches and demonstrations of football, cricket, 
basketball, and Ultimate Frisbee. We had a great team from 
various churches and organisations making the zone happen 
and run smoothly.  
Some of the highlights were our special guests, with both 
Tommy Baker (sports entertainer extraordinaire) and Bristol City Footballers, Louis Carey, 
Scotty Murray and Adriano Basso coming along to the sport zone at various times. Tommy 
was able to teach children as young as 4 to spin basketballs and catch balls with their neck. 
Thank you to all the people that were part of the team that made it happen. 
 
2.6 Prayer Space 
The scope of the prayer space grew as the weeks and months 
went on. The team leader did an amazing job of recruiting 
participants with a passion for prayer. The Prayer space was a 
hub of activity for most of the week of the festival with some 
amazing and heart wrenching stories emerging as the week 
went on. They had a constant stream of people visiting them 
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on site and there was an obvious impact on the team, the contractors, and the public. Many 
commented on a tangible sense of peace on site in an area where there is often trouble and 
unrest, particularly on the park itself. 
 
2.7 Creative zone 
The creative zone took place mostly outdoors due to the good weather and was great for 
families to work together and have fun. The Breeze Block sculptures proved a huge success 
with parents and grandparents working with kids and having a great time together. The Nail 
Painting salon was incredible for open discussions and sharing about faith/life. There were 
Henna tattoos, Wall of Smiles photographic interactive art piece, a Text Wall - where local 
people could text to say why they liked living in south Bristol, a Paint Game called Attack Art 
where young people were allowed to fill up water guns with paint and spray a wall - there were 
no incidents with this which amazed the organizers! There was a Giant Jigsaw depicting local 
residents front doors, painters included local politicians and the Lord Mayor, and an art 
exhibition by local artists. The atmosphere was very creative, and enjoyable, with a lot of 
attention to detail, and opportunities for interaction for all ages. 
 
2.8 Family zone 
The family zone drew hundreds of local children and their families. It was extremely successful 
and made a huge contribution to the happy 
atmosphere on site. Many families were totally 
amazed that everything was free. The area consisted 
of large inflatables, face painting stands, puppet 
shows, animal handling and storytelling. There was a 
huge assortment of craft activities, including making 
cards and decorating mirrors, releasing balloons with 
wishes/prayers on and games to test your sense of 

smell and touch. All activities were 
based around the idea that we are 
all individuals who are loved by 
God. Children were encouraged to 
have a go at all activities and get stamps on a card, getting a prize if they 
completed all of the activities. 
 
Highlights: 
1. A very happy, peaceful, positive atmosphere all day long. 
2. Zoo encounter where children could get to touch and handle reptiles. 
Nothing like it had been seen on this side of the city. 
 

2.9 The Community Zone  
In this zone there was a chance for local organisations/groups to showcase some of the great 
work that is happening in South Bristol communities. It helped raise awareness of groups 
available to local residents, and it also created the 
opportunity for new connections and possible partnerships 
for the future. The scale of the zone far exceeded our initial 
plans and we ended up ordering an extra marquee to 
accommodate the local groups. There was a confidential 
listening/counselling booth set up for anybody who wanted 
to speak to experienced counsellors who were available. 
Local GP's set up an area to do 'Body MOT' (blood 
pressure, lung capacity, advice etc) which proved very 
popular and was used by a steady stream of people. 
Creative ideas were used to draw people into it and this zone proved to be extremely popular 
and successful for both visitors and all those involved. Several of the contributors commented 
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that they had had more interactions with the local people during the afternoon than in the entire 
summer of events they had taken part in. They also commented that they had never been in an 
atmosphere that was so conducive to working together instead of competitively as before. For 
full list of community groups who were part of the community zone see Appendix 2. 
 
2.10 Cabaret & Elemental Cafes 
These venues were open all day Sunday and were very popular with visitors. From comedy to 
karaoke the variety kept people's interest and there was a great buzz and a lot of fun. Teoh's 
restaurant owner also agreed to organise regular healthy eating demo's inside and outside the 
venue. 
 
2.11 The Bandstand 
One of the highlights of the festival, but also the greatest challenge. 
The concept was to showcase exclusively South Bristol talent, but with few networks, finding 
the local bands and performers was extremely difficult. The venue was open throughout 
Sunday and was such a success that at times we had more people around the bandstand than 
the Big Top. 
 
2.12 The Big Top Venue 
Due to the size of the event, LBF attracted some major 
Christian acts as well as 'up and coming' Bristol names. The 
evening programmes were varied, with a different musical 
emphasis each night, and a variety of other non-music acts 
which were very well received. The combination of this worked 
well, with an emphasis on urban music and interspersed with 
entertainment from break dance crews and other entertainers 
maintaining the interest of local people. 

 
Highlights 
1. Hearing people in the crowd shout out, and realising that they were from 
several different communities who are never normally at peace with each 
other. 
2. Interaction of Break Dancers teaching young people how to Break Dance. 
3. Some really high quality performances from a variety of different acts. 
The atmosphere remained calm and positive at all times. 

 
2.13 Bus project 
This was a journey for all involved! Bristol Christian Youth Bus made the 
bold step of allowing their double Decker bus to be sprayed by local 
youths under the guidance of some of Bristol's best graffiti artists 
organised by one of the festival planners. The spraying activity turned 
into a family fun day on its own and an amazing paint job emerged. 
 
2.14 Spray Art projects 
Simon Mosse, Spray artist, wrote: 
I was involved in several of the graffiti mural projects. We spray-painted two long walls within 
Hengrove Park (on the back of the skate park ramps) where we were able to include several of 
the youth hanging about in the undercoating of the wall. We were 
also able to chat and give out bible verses and take-away bits of 
graffiti to interested passers by. At the other skate park in 
Withywood, we organised a graffiti workshop with 5 youths between 
the ages of 12 and 16, and enabled them to clear up their own park 
whilst repainting the ramps all at the same time. 
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2.15 LBFM 87.7fm Love Bristol festival radio 
 
The radio station ran for two weeks, starting a week 
before the festival.  The content was diverse and after 
much consultation we ran it as a community radio station 
initiated by Christians. The programmes were run through 
the day with a mix of 60% talk 40% music; this was 
repeated through the night and also broadcast over the 
web. It was a miraculous achievement to get it off the 
ground in the time frame we had and we were blessed to 
have extremely experienced support from both local and 
national professionals. During the second week the radio 
station moved from the studio in Knowle West to a Double Decker bus sited on Hengrove Park. 
The buy in and enthusiasm from the local community was inspiring and energising and the 
feedback loop from festival stories, bands and testimonies was a great mix. 
 
3. Outcomes  
 
3.1 Community impacted . The festival day was amazing, the atmosphere was peaceful and a 
great day out was had by people from the many different 
communities that make up South Bristol. Over 100 projects 
made a visible difference to school, public areas and 
community buildings. 
Quote from a local resident; "I felt that the festival went really 
well for the community. The projects will have a major impact for 
the residents. Two teams spent two days clearing a basketball 
court in Hartcliffe, it was unsafe as it was covered in glass. 
Today as I drove past two girls were playing football on it, one 
wearing a Love Bristol T-shirt, it was a brilliant sight!" 
 
The community zone was particularly successful at networking groups involved in similar 
areas. 
 
Quote from a health care professional; "I absolutely loved being in the community zone 
helping with sun advice and measuring BP's. I thought the atmosphere on the Sunday was amazing 
and it was wonderful to see how much young families were enjoying being there. The organisation must 
have been such a headache and I really respect all that you and the team achieved. Thank you so 
much for allowing me the chance to be involved in such a life changing event." 
 
3. 2 Partnerships 
One delegate has agreed to work with a group in Withywood to 
set up a Withywood Toddler Group. 
A youth group from Portishead have formed a partnership with 
the youth team at St Barnabas Church in Knowle West. 
80 young people returned in October to carry out more 
community projects in partnership with south Bristol groups and 
agencies. 
20 Bristol University students have worked with a local youth worker to carry out projects in 
Hartcliffe. 
Tree of Life project initiated in Knowle West. 
 
3.3 South Bristol Church community of all denominations has established a coalition to work 
with the Council and the Bristol Partnership and has been invited to work with the South Bristol 
C21 group (funded by Bristol City Council, EP and SWRDA) 
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4. Learning Points 
 
We have learned so much from doing this festival. If we were to do it again the thing we would 
probably change would include 
· Time to build up - we allowed 2 years for the build up, but some churches and 

organisations would have appreciated longer consultation and better communication 
· Festival site - The site was too large and should have been made smaller. 
· Publicity - This could have been clearer and produced further in advance. 
 
 
 
5. Finances 
We are grateful to many individuals, trusts and companies who supported the festival and had 
faith in the team to deliver such an ambitious project.  It was a great encouragement to the 
many volunteers especially the adults, some of whom gave 
up their paid holiday week to make it a success.  
Due to the vulnerable nature of the Hengrove Park site, 
we incurred a fair amount of expense to make the site 
secure, there was also quite a bit of work behind the 
scene including getting the council licence and traffic plan 
approved, so we had a reasonable staffing budget. We 
wanted the Sunday festival day to be of a very high 
standard and wanted this to be a free-to-enter event to 
bless the communities of South Bristol. The festival cost 
just over £140,000, this was covered with a reasonable sum of money left over to fund longer 
term projects. We received a certain level of funding through sponsorship. We made a fair 
number of unsuccessful applications to trusts and pots of local government money, so we want 
to thank individuals, companies and churches who gave generously.
